Volunteer Role Overview

State Representatives are specialized, high-achieving, long-term volunteers who lead
efforts for Project Coyote's critical campaigns for wild carnivores at the local and state
levels. State Representatives are entrusted with representing Project Coyote’s brand,
including in states that do not currently have Project Coyote staff or volunteer chapters,
advancing policy and community initiatives to protect wild carnivores. Working closely with
Project Coyote’s program and communications staff, State Representatives advance the
organization’s mission, programs, and campaigns in key regions by raising awareness about
key campaigns and programs, cultivating grassroots support, and tracking state-based
legislation and issues affecting carnivores.

The volunteers who dedicate their time and energy to Project Coyote are the heart of our
wildlife protection efforts. As frontline champions for wild carnivores, our State
Representatives extend our reach into states where policy decisions directly impact wildlife.
We deeply value these passionate individuals who amplify our voice and mission at the local
and state levels, making possible what our small staff alone could never achieve. The reward
of volunteering as a State Representative with Project Coyote goes beyond personal
satisfaction—it's about joining a network of dedicated wildlife advocates working
together to create meaningful change for coyotes and other carnivores across the
country.

e Participate in monthly State Advocacy Meetings with other State Representatives,
State Coordinators, and the State Advocacy Manager by providing updates on
state campaigns and collaborating with team members for support on campaigns

e Understand the mission and values of Project Coyote and effectively represent the
organization in a professional manner consistent with our brand

e Represent Project Coyote and distribute Project Coyote resources at appropriate
venues, including tabling events and exhibits

e Encourage individuals to become Project Coyote supporters/members
Develop and maintain an active list of state volunteers to coordinate engagement
in active programs and campaigns

e Track volunteer activities and share with Project Coyote on a quarterly basis

e Help recruit communities to join our Coyote Friendly Communities program
e Draft Action Alert emails to be sent to Project Coyote supporters in your state
about opportunities for citizens to advocate for pressing carnivore policy issues
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e Assistinidentifying state-specific priorities and forming a statewide agenda for
carnivore policy reform in support of Project Coyote’s Carnivore Conservation
campaigns (i.e., Ban Wildlife Killing Contests, Protect America’s Wolves, Wildlife
Governance Reform, End the Use of Cruel Traps, etc.) with support from Project
Coyote’s program staff

e Organize speaking events and screenings of Project Coyote’s films as
opportunities arise

e Table on behalf of Project Coyote at appropriate events

Time Commitment

The time commitment varies depending on the season and your availability, but we
encourage State Representatives to dedicate, on average, 5 hours per week. We understand
that extenuating circumstances and day-to-day life will affect available work hours and
strive to create a compassionate, understanding community that respects
work-life-volunteer balance. This position requires a minimum commitment of one year
(long-term service is preferred).
